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WHAT HAPPENS AFTER A PERSON

BECOMES A CHRISTIAN?
LESSON 5

The most important decision that a person ever makes is the decision to become a Christian. It is
far more important that any other decision in life. Now that you have expressed your faith in
Jesus by confessing Him to be the Son of God, repented of your past sins, have been baptized
into Christ, and been added to the church by God, there are some other very important
responsibilities which you must accept.

1. WE MUST WALK IN NEWNESS OF LIFE

A. Romans 6:1-7; 2 Corinthians 5:17; Romans 8:1; Colossians 3:1-5
B. What does it mean to “walk in newness of life?”

2. WE MUST STUDY THE WORD OF GOD

A. 2 Timothy 2:15; 1 Peter 2:2; John 5:39; Acts 17:11; 1 Timothy 4:12-16
B. Why is it important for the new Christian to study the word?

3. WE ARE TO CONTINUE STEADFASTLY

A. Acts 2:42; 1 Corinthians 15:58; John 8:31
B. Note what the apostles continued doing as recorded in Acts 2:42.
i. The Apostle’s doctrine — One needs to be firmly established in what
the Bible teaches.
ii. Fellowship — It is very important to be with other Christians as often
as possible.
iii. Breaking of bread — Communing with the Lord is imperative to our
spiritual health.
iv. Prayer — Never quit praying. 1 Thessalonians 5:17

4. WE MUST WORSHIP REGULARLY

A. The Lord commands us to assemble with other Christians upon the first day of
the week to worship Him. Hebrews 10:25

5. WE MUST SEEK THOSE THINGS WHICH ARE ABOVE

A. Colossians 3:1-2; Matthew 6:19-21
B. There is a law that says that we shall reap what we sow. Therefore we must sow
spiritual things. Galatians 6:7-9

6. WE MUST TELL OTHERS ABOUT THE SAVIOR

A. Mark 16:15; Matthew 28:18-20
B. We have been saved in order to save others!
